ACTIVITY 4 – Factors that affect development
Below are some case studies with questions to think about.  Write your answers down on a piece of paper.

	Amy is a key worker in a nursery.  She looks at the all about me form of a child that is due to start in her group next week.  The child is 3 and has a hearing impairment.

· What are the possible issues regarding the child’s development?

· What does Amy need to prepare before the child starts?

· How can the staff effectively meet the child’s needs?


	A health visitor makes a home visit to a child that is 8 months old but was 6 weeks premature.  The child is living with their mother (aged 15), two uncles (12 and 14) and their Grandma.  The child’s mother and Grandma both smoke inside the house and they have a large dog and two cats.  The house is missing basic kitchen appliances, is dirty but does have a television.  The child is eating solid food but mostly the same meals as the other members of the family.
· How might these factors affect the child’s development?

· What support services are available to the family?


	You are a play worker at an after school club.  You are looking after a child that is 7.  The child always looks tired, is pale and does not really join in with the other children.  At snack time when fruit and crackers are offered with milk or water the child says that they do not want any.  When you talk to their mother she says she is not worried as they have a take away each night as a family at 9pm when her husband arrives home from work.  Also, that the child has snacks of cakes, biscuits and coke in their bag if they do get hungry.
· How might this affect the child’s development?

· What could you do to support the child?

· Can you identify any problems that you would want to address?


	You are a key worker in the foundation stage.  One of your key children is still in nappies at 4.  The child says they want to use a big toilet as all their friends are, you think that the child should be toilet trained.
